


FORT DEPOSIT

The original “Fort Deposit” was established as a supply depot by General Ferdinand L.
Claiborne in 1813 during the Creek Indian War. It served as a base of operations when
General Claiborne engaged the Creeks at the Battle of the Holy Ground. The fort was
located just northeast of the present Myrtlewood Cemetery in the Gilmer Hills area.

The community of Fort Deposit once known as Ballard’s Precinct arose on its present site
during the territorial and early statehood periods of Alabama history. The legislature
incorporated the town of Fort Deposit on February 13, 1801.

GEORGIANA

The original name for Georgiana was Pittsville. It was named after the founder of
the town Rew. Pitts Milner. He later decided to rename the town after his home state
of Georgia and his daughter Anna. Georgiana is best known for being the boyhood

home of legendary country western star Hank Williams.

GREENVILLE

Butler County was founded in 1819 and was named for Capt. William Butler,

a soldier of the Creek War of 1813-14. Greenville was founded in 1871. It was
originally named Buttsville but Immigrants renamed it Greenwille due to the forests
of oak trees that reminded them of their former home in Greenwille, S.C. Greenwille
was one of the first settled towns. Greenwille is the county seat of Butler County and
home of the historic Butler County Courthouse.

MCKENZIE

The town of McKenzie was named after a civil engineer, soldier and

member of the Alabama Constitutional Convention, Bethune Beaton McKenzie.
Mr McKengie built a sawmill in the area that was known as Dunham Station.
This was the original name of the town until 1900 when the name McKenzie
was adopted. As the railroad was being built the town sprang up along the line.
McKenzie was a depot stop on the line.
